COURSES
FIRST SEMESTER

TURK 101 TURKISH I

This course aims to teach linking language to perception, comprehending the structural characteristics of Turkish language, analyzing the texts, summarizing, note-taking and writing reports. 
ENG 131 ACADEMIC ENGLISH I

This is an upper-intermediate level general English course. The course focuses on four language skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing. In the course, lexical studies and grammar are discussed for the purposes of definition and production. Language skills are practiced in an integrated manner. Writing skills are especially discussed at level of the academic paragraph production.
MIM 131 TECHNICAL DRAWING I

This course is intent to teach two and three dimensional drawing techniques as means of communication and expression tools and to comprehend their importance in the design process.

MIM 125 INTRODUCTION TO ARCHITECTURE

Within the scope of lecture basic concepts and components of architecture, science and art are introduced. The course focuses on the architecture terminology.
GSF 123 DRAWING I

The aim of this course is to introduce the concept of drawing and its process. Line quality, form, balance, light, proportion, mass and compositional works are the other domains of the course.
GSF 125 ART HISTORY I

This course aims to examine trans-formation of art in belonged geographical area in terms of social, cultural and historical aspects from Paleolithic era to the end of the 15th century. In this context, beginning with the early cultures in Anatolia, Greek, Roman, Byzantine, Seljuk and Ottoman eras are discussed.
GSF 127 BASIC DESIGN I
The aim of this course is to gain an understanding about the basic principles of design; by transferring these principles into either two-dimensional or three-dimensional projects to improve student's awareness about design.
SECOND SEMESTER

TURK 102 TURKISH II

The course provides students to express what they think on a subject verbally and in writing in a rational, simple, original and effective way; develops the habits and skills of listening, critical thinking and reading.

ENG 132 ACADEMIC ENGLISH II (PR: ENG 131)

This course is a prerequisite to ENG 131 and an upper-intermediate level general English course. The course focuses on four language skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing. In the course, lexical studies and grammar are discussed for the purposes of definition and production. Language skills are practiced in an integrated manner. Writing skills are especially discussed at level of the academic paragraph production.

MIM 132 TECHNICAL DRAWING II

Within the scope of lecture, two and three dimensional expression tools through the architectural project examples are focused on, and architectural readings are made.
MIM 134 ARCHITECTURAL CULTURE
Within the scope of lecture, it is aimed to focus on the importance of basic concepts and components of architecture, science and art on spatiality and thus aims to increase the success.
MIM 136 ARCHITECTURAL PRESENTATION

This course aims to explain several expression tools and methods for architectural projects.
GSF 126 ART HISTORY II

Within the framework of trans-formation of art; the social, political and economic processes in the east and in the west are examined in relation to the art movements from Renaissance till the 19th century.

MIM 128 BASIC DESIGN II (PR: GSF 127)
In light of the works and discussions which were made in Basic Design I course, the aim of this course is to transfer the abstract conception of design into a more material context; by using the language of design over real projects, to improve students’ analytical approach in design process.
THIRD SEMESTER

ATA 201 ATATURK’S PRIN. AND THE HIST. OF THE TURKISH REP.  I

Principles of Atatürk and History of Revolution I course outlines the qualifications of the Ottoman Empire, the internal and external reasons of the collapse of the Empire, the policies of the Western industrialized states against the Ottoman Empire in the 19th century also the national dimension of the war of independence and the development of compulsory causes of war are described in detail.
ENG 231 ACADEMIC ENGLISH III (PR: ENG 132)
This is an upper-intermediate level Academic English course whose prerequisite course is ENG 132. The course focuses on four language skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing. In the course, lexical studies and grammar are discussed for the purposes of definition and production. Language skills are practiced in an integrated manner. Writing skills are especially discussed at level of the academic paragraph production. This course enables students to build lexicon, which is required in order to be able to communicate effectively in written and oral academic contexts based on the lexicon specified in the Academic Word List (e.g. Coxhead, 2000).

MIM 221 DESIGN STUDIO I (PR: MIM 128)
Main content of the course is making a research on a small scale design problem, analyzing the environmental data, and developing a project.
MIM 223 BUILDING MATERIALS

Within the scope of lecture basic materials which are used in construction systems are explained and their usage criteria are defined.

MIM 225 CONSTRUCTION TECHNIQUES I

The course aims to provide necessary construction system knowledge for architectural design students. It gives the basic information to develop the required resistance against natural and physical forces, and to provide healthy and safe built environment. Additionally, the course aims to present understandable and applicable technical information in conjunction with engineering disciplines. This information is transferred to the students with historical background and experimental practices.

MIM 227 ARCHITECTURAL HISTORY I

Within the scope of lecture, the transformations of the architecture, art and science in certain periods are focused on.
MIM 229 COMPUTER AIDED DESIGN I

Within the scope of lecture, the usage of the computer in the process of architectural design is focused on.

FOURTH SEMESTER

ATA 202 ATATURK’S PRIN. AND THE HIST. OF THE TURKISH REP.  II

In this course, the new Turkish State's efforts to gain a contemporary identity, a new state of existence, as well as the philosophy of Ataturk's Principles of Atatürk's core value system of thought, concepts and institutions, the cause-and-effect relationship in detail to the present by examining the political, historical events, historical events, domestic and foreign policy tries to teach to students. 

ENG 232 ACADEMIC ENGLISH IV (PR: ENG 231)
This is an upper-intermediate level Academic English course whose prerequisite course is ENG 231. The course focuses on four language skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing. In the course, lexical studies and grammar are discussed for the purposes of definition and production. Language skills are practiced in an integrated manner. Writing skills are especially discussed at level of the academic paragraph production. This course enables students to build lexicon, which is required in order to be able to communicate effectively in written and oral academic contexts based on the lexicon specified in the Academic Word List (e.g. Coxhead, 2000).

MIM 222 DESIGN STUDIO II (PR: MIM 221)
Main content of the course is making a research on a small scale complex design problem, analyzing the environmental data, and developing a project.

MIM 224 STATICS AND STRENGTH
This course aims to teach the basic concepts and components of statics and resistance, to focus on the importance of them in the design process and thus aims to increase the success in the professional practice.

MIM 226 CONSTRUCTION TECHNIQUES II

Within the scope of lecture, the building elements and systems which compose a structure are focused on.
MIM 228 ARCHITECTURAL HISTORY II

Within the scope of lecture, the transformations of the architecture, art and science in certain periods are focused on.
MIM 230 COMPUTER AIDED DESIGN II

Within the scope of lecture, the usage of the computer and modelling in the process of architectural design is focused on.
FIFTH SEMESTER

MIM 321 DESIGN STUDIO III (PR: MIM 222)
This course provides to work on a solution for a medium scale design problem.

MIM 323 CONTEMPORARY ARCHITECTURE I

Within the scope of lecture, the current examples of architecture, art and science are discussed.
MIM 325 BUILDING TECHNOLOGIES I

The course is focused on building components and building technology, and project work is carried out.

MIM 327 BUILDING SURVEY AND RESTORATION I

The course focuses on restoration techniques and practical examples.

MIM 329 PHYSICAL ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROL I

The course relates the discipline of architecture with the physical environment.

MIM 424 PROFESSIONEL PRACTISE AND MANAGEMENT 

This course aims to focus on the problems and solutions that can be encountered likely during professional practice.

GSF 352 HISTORY OF CULTURE

Definition of culture, its components, and theories concerning social- cultural change, culture-civilization relation are the main issues of this course.

GSF 355 SOCIOLOGY OF ART

The goal is to gain an understanding in alterations in several fields of art parallel to the social development and social dimension of art. Social value of artistic production; economical, political and social impacts concerning relation between production and distribution are the other dynamics of this course.

ENG 445 VOCATIONAL ENGLISH I

This course is an advanced level English for Specific Purposes course. This course is a practical video-based course aimed at students who will need to make presentations in English. This course takes the learner systematically through the key stages of making presentations by focusing on organization, language and body language elements. It also provides extensive and authentic presentation practice by incorporating the learner's own knowledge and experience.

ENG 446 VOCATIONAL ENGLISH II

This is an upper- intermediate level English for Specific Purposes course which caters to the needs of fourth year students of Başkent University Faculty of Fine Arts, Design and Architecture. The course focuses on reading. Lexical studies and grammar are discussed for the purposes of definition and production.
MIM 431 MATHEMATICS

This course aims to provide systematical thinking through mathematics.

MIM 432 ARCHITECTURAL DESIGN APPROACHES

Within the scope of lecture, the concepts and theories that have been developed in the field of design are focused on with a critical approach.
MIM 433 SPACE PERCEPTION IN ARCHITECTURE

Aim of this course is to analyze space as an significant element of architecture, its psychological effect on being and conceptual framework of perception related to space.
MIM 434 TANGIBLE CULTURE

This course describes tangible cultural assets.
MIM 435 TRADITIONAL TURKISH HOUSES

The course focuses on the components that comprise the Traditional Turkish House.
MIM 436 CIVIL ARCHITECTURE IN ANKARA

Within the scope of lecture, it is aimed to study on determination, exploration and documentation of the modern era residential buildings in Ankara.

MIM 437 MULTILAYERED CONTEXT OF ANKARA

This course aims to teach Ankara’s historical layers, explain the development of the city in historical process, and demonstrate the transformations on urban scale in different periods. 

MIM 438 CITY IN HISTORY 
During the course formation process of cities, their types and relationship with architecture is emphasized.

MIM 439 CRITICS ON ARCHITECTURE AND CITY
This course evaluates conceptual and historical relation between architecture and the city through space.
MIM 441 COMPUTER AIDED MODELLING
This course focuses on teaching advanced level of computer aided design and explaining digital techniques for modelling.

MIM 442 DESIGN FOR DISABLED

This course aims to define characteristics of physically disabled users, and improve space design skills in accordance with the universal standards.

MIM 443 PHYSICAL ENVIROMENTAL CONTROL II

This course provides students the basic knowledge about the integration of design process with the environmental factors like artificial and natural lighting, fire security and architectural acoustics.

MIM 444 BUILDING SURVEY AND RESTORATION II

This course aims to develop a project on a historic fabric according to the basic information.
MIM 445 COMPUTER AIDED ANIMATION

This course aims to develop architectural presentation skills by using animation techniques in models designed in digital media.

MIM 446 ADVANCED MODELLING TECHNIQUES

This course aims to explain traditional and also contemporary modelling techniques, and model production.

MIM 447 GEOMETRY

This course focuses on architectural forms and their usage in design process.
MIM 448 ARCHITECTURE AND VISIUAL ARTS
Relations between architecture and visual arts are explained during the course.
MIM 449 ARCHITECTURE AND LITERATURE

Within the scope of lecture, space analyses are made through literary texts, and the existing relationship between two disciplines is established through them.
MIM 451 ARCHITECTURE, CITY AND CINEMA

This course aims to examine the relationship between cinema, city and architecture and identify their intersection points.

MIM 452 ARCHITECTURE AND CHILDREN

Within the scope of lecture, it is aimed to reinvent architecture through the child as the first designer by students.

MIM 453 ANTIQUE ART AND ARCHITECTURE

This course focuses on the formation, development, transformation of art and architecture. The aim of the course is examining and analyzing particularly the relation between art and architecture in the light of social, economic, cultural and technological contexts and interactions.
MIM 454 ADVANCED CONSTRUCTION TECHNIQUES AND MATERIALS

The course aims to provide necessary information about advanced building technologies, building services technologies, and basic information about their production.
MIM 455 ANATOLIAN HISTORY OF ARCHITECTURE

This course aims to explain the social developments of civilizations which shaped in Anatolia, their socio-cultural and economic formation, their architectural language, style, structure types, construction systems and building materials that they used and the urban approaches that they constituted.
MIM 456 ARCHITECTURE IN THE REBUPLICAN PERIOD

Within the scope of lecture, Republican period of architecture is discussed in the political, socio-economic and cultural context.

MIM 457 ARCHITECTURE AND AESTHETICS

During the course, history, basic concepts and theories of aesthetics are explained in terms of architecture.

MIM 458 THEORY AND CRITICISM IN ARCHITECTURE

The aim of this course is to "look architecture from the outside" by discussing the use of the term space through various disciplines, like Philosophy, Political Science, Fine Arts, Literature and Cinema, to surface new re-reading within the field of architecture.

MIM 459 CURRENT DISCUSSION ON ARCHITECTURE

This course focuses on explaining basic facts and trends of 20th century that shaped the architectural discourse and practice of the current time, prominent architects of the period, their ideas, works, positions and approaches.

MIM 461 LEGAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE ISSUES IN ARCHITECTURE

This course aims to introduce the working fields of architect including organization and management strategies, technical, economic, political, social specifications of architecture; to define the roles of architect as a manager-designer, manager-constructer, and project manager in the office/site/ administration; to gain the architects the ability of implementation of model and techniques that increase the management efficiency from the cost-timing-quality points of view.

MIM 462 CONSERVATION OF HISTORIC SITES
This course aims to discuss the process of urban conservation plan by understanding identification of historical sites and analysis methods.
MIM 463 ARCHITECTURAL CODING

This course introduces core skills and techniques required for generating, realizing and representing geometric models based on computational methods. During the course, relational and inherent parameters of primary and complex entities are studied.

MIM 464 URBAN DESIGN AND LANDSCAPE ARCHITECTURE

This lecture aims to introduce urban design and landscape architecture with its different dimensions like nature, concepts, concerns and of to create its link with architecture.

MIM 465 CONTEMPORARY DESIGN IN HISTORICAL CONTEXT

This course aims to analyze the physical nature of historic surroundings on the environmental/single structure scale, to focus on different new structure on these specific areas and in this context; with the several comparisons from Europe and United States, to debate new interventions in historic environments and structures in Turkey.   
MIM 466 PARAMETRIC DESIGN

This course aims to present parametric design concepts across various scales and disciplines. Students are expected to develop their own design through an analytical and creative thinking of diverse parametric models.
MIM 467 SUSTAINABLE DESIGN II

This course focuses on design contribution for ecological and social sustainability, the role of design in the activation of the concept of sustainability and sustainable design examples.

MIM 468 FURNITURE DESIGN

This course introduces usage of furniture depending on anthropometry, usage of material in production process and production methods with examples. 

MIM 469 PORTFOLIO DESIGN

This course aims to provide student explaining his/her style, design approach, and view of the world, through a selection of the best products in an intense and a concise way.
